BOULEVARD OPPOSITE THE NED’S WAY INTERSECTION

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PROJECT DESCRIPTION 
 
The Town is pursuing the installation of a Golden Gate Transit bus shelter on the south side of 
Tiburon Boulevard opposite Ned’s Way.  There is an existing bus stop at this location, and the 
Town recently completed construction of a sidewalk connection to the bus stop from the 
crosswalk in the Tiburon Boulevard/Ned’s Way intersection.  Previously, persons were forced to 
walk along the unpaved shoulder of Tiburon Boulevard to access the bus stop from the 
crosswalk. 
 
As a condition of the recently-completed Chandlers Gate senior housing project, a sum of 
$5,000 for bus stop improvements was deposited with the Town.  These funds will be used to 
pay for the bus shelter, if approved. 
 
ISSUES 
 
Policy 
 
General Plan Circulation Element policy C-19 reads as follows: 
 

Bus stops should be located to avoid interference with turning and passing vehicles.  
Bus shelters shall be coordinated with Golden Gate Transit and shall require design 
review approval.  Telephones at or near bus stops are preferable.  Shelters are 
desirable.  Benches and paved loading pads shall be provided at all bus stops. 

 
There are no vehicle maneuvering or passing concerns with this proposed shelter.  The existing 
bus stop has a paved loading pad and a bench; it is merely missing the shelter.  A public 
telephone is not practical at this location, and a police station is located directly across the 
street. 
 
Design 
 
Staff sees few design issues associated with the bus shelter.  The proposed shelter would be 
very similar in appearance to the existing bus shelter on the north side of Tiburon Boulevard at 
Ned’s Way.  Staff would recommend painting the shelter a green color to blend with the

backdrop of rapidly-growing myoperum shrubs recently planted by the City of Belvedere as part 
of its lagoon drainage diversion project.  The precise location of the bus shelter will need to be 
coordinated with Golden Gate Transit. 
 
RECOMMENDATION 
 
Authorize Site Plan & Architectural Review approval for the bus shelter with the condition that 
an appropriate green paint is used to blend into the backdrop.  Staff also recommends a 
condition of approval that no advertising be allowed on this bus shelter.
